The Nursing Department at Jackson State Community College requires that you have completed DSPM Modules 1-8 prior to admission.  Your admission to the nursing program is determined by your grade point average and your ACT score.  If you take Modules 9 – 12 you will increase your chances of obtaining the highest possible Math score on the ACT.
This is for those students who want to become a Registered Nurse at Jackson State.  However, consider your long range career plans.  If you are in the RODP Nursing program or the dual enrollment program at the University of Memphis, then you are required to complete all 12 modules as well as a college level mathematics course in some cases.  If you are planning on earning a Bachelors Degree in Nursing, you should refer to the Pre-Nursing University Parallel Transfer Program sheet.
Note:  Change of major will affect the required Developmental Math Modules.

You should discuss your career plans with your advisor and the math instructor.
